Oats yields fall off by a bushel
a day for each day after April
first that seeding is delayed at
the Lincoln experiment statIon.
Once in a whlle some fanner has
better luck by seeding late, but
this is not the rule during most
years.

Continued chilly weather, for
which the ground hog may be
blamed, will cause a few farmers
to shift from oats to barley. Late
barley planting does not hurt
yields as mIlch as with oats. But
the trend is to oats and away
from barley. Farmers are sow­
ing 108 per cent as much oats
as last spring and only 87 per
cent as much barley.

Farmers are putting in more
oats regardless of the fact that
the horse,formerly the oat bins
chief cuswmer, has greatly de­
crea.sed in number. They are
swinging back to oats because
1943 was a poor barley year, be­
cause Qats is selling higher
pound for pound than barley,
and because of more productive
oats varieties, with resistance
to rust and smut.
